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FLASH CARD PRINTING INSTRUCTIONS
Thank you for downloading the Speak Rwanda Basic Flash Card series.  This document will explain how to print the flash cards.
There are 200 vocabulary words in the Basic Flash Card series.   

The flash card template is formatted for use with perforated business card paper (Avery 8376/8371 or 5873/8876, or Office Depot 717-631). 

You can also print these on plain paper and cut them yourself, but flash cards turn out to be more uniform if you can use business card paper.

Print the first 20 pages of the flash cards on one side of the paper.  Then turn pages 1-20 over, and print pages 21-40 on the back side.  Be very careful to note the order in which your printer pulls paper from the paper tray.  Some printers pull paper from the bottom to top of the tray, and some pull top to bottom.  You can’t just put the whole stack back in and click print.   You will need to order the pages correctly and it’s a good idea to do test prints on plain paper.   If you are not sure how the paper tray works, then feed pages 21-40 one by one, to make sure they print correctly.
FLASH CARD TIPS

Choose 5 cards a day to learn.  You can punch a hole in the top corner, and put them on a small binder ring, and carry them with you everywhere.  Try to write sentences with them if you have any Rwandan friends to help you form sentences.  It’s especially important to try and get someone to pronounce the words for you, because Kinyarwanda often doesn’t sound like you might expect.  Once you feel like you know a word, set it aside and focus on new words.  Every once in a while, go back and review all the words you thought you learned already.  Have someone quiz you.

The flash card series contains mostly nouns and the infinitive forms of verbs, as well as a few adjectives.  These are building blocks of sentences, but we are not trying to teach phrases with the flash card series.    It’s helpful just to memorize words to increase your knowledge of many nouns and verbs, so that you are more familiar with words when you hear them in phrases.
